There i no offside rule in MiniBoos Under B & 9.

Game Leaders should strongly discowage children from permanenthy
standing in biatant offside positions.

Coalkeeper

The goalkesper is Allowed 1o handle the ball anywhens in the penalty
area. To restart play after a ave or gathering the ball with thesr hands,
thee ball must be thrown or molled from the hands or played from the
ground with their feed, within & seconds.

The goalkesper is not alowed 1o kick or drop kick the ball directly from
thesir hands. Opponents must be ot least 10 metres oubside the penalty
area and carnot move inside the penalty arsa undil the ball i in play. The
ball &= in play once it moses oul of the penalty area.

An indirect free kick = awarded i the goalkeeper iouches the ball with
their hands after it has been deliberately Kicked 10 them by & team mate.

Fouls and misconduct

Indirect fres kicks ane awarded for all acts of handball or fouls and
misconduct Opponents must be at least 5 metres away from the bal
when the indirect free ok is taken, An indirect free kick is wheres a goal
can be sconed only if the ball subsaquently iouches another player
Befare it artars the goal.

For delibarabe or serous acts of handball or fouls and miscanduct in e
penalty ansa, a penalty kick is awarded from an B metne penalty mark
with only & goalkesper in position. All other players must be outside the
peenalty area and be at least 5 metres behind the penality mark.

Fouls and misconduct are:

« kicks or atternpls to kck an opponent;

« frips or attempts to trip an opponernt;

* umps 2 an opponent;

» changes at an opponent

« sirikes or attempts bo strike an oppanent;

* pushes an opponant;

* tackles an opponent from behind 1o gain possession of the ball;
« rrakes comact with the opponent bedore towching the bl
* holds an oppona;

« spits &1 an oppanent;

* handles the bal delberatssy,

« plays in a dangerous manner; and

* mpeades the progress of a player.
